Size: 

38.5”x8’  
these are not as wide 

as the cardboard 

boards . The old 

boards were 4’x8’ 
 Panels: 

The artboards are 

now 5 panels                        

instead of 4 

Look: 
Made from black                 

indoor/outdoor car-

peted material. You 

may still wish to use 

art paper to cover 

the boards just note 

the size difference. 

Velcro: 
You can use the Loop 

side of the Velcro to 

hang artwork. Pictures can be mounted with no more 

than a 1” strip in each corner . You may use push pins or 

t-[pins this year only-we have found that push pins do 

not work well.)
